* The reporting stipulation states that an
iInformation return will be prepared for
each applicable employee, and these
returns must be filed with the IRS using
a single transmittal form (Form 1094-B

2> Reporting Penalties

« ACA penalty amounts nearly double if non-compliance is ruled to be
Intentional

* For example, an ALE who fails to file or distribute information returns
for its 150 employees would be liable for an $87,000 penalty
assessment. If the IRS deems the ALE’s non-compliance as
iIntentional, that amount almost doubles to $174,000!
